Wildlife Watching Supplies Dome Hide
This hide costs twice that of any similar product, but  for good reason: It is twice as useful in twice as many situations. It will last twice as long and because it's half the weight, can be carried twice as far. In truth, it's a completely different animal to any other hide. Kevin Keatley is an experienced wildlife photographer who designed the hide for his own needs incorporating all the features he wanted for his own photography. If only all photo gear came about by this method! The results of this process speak for themselves as this is a thoroughly pragmatic product, with well thought out features and impeccable workmanship. The hide is made in Kevin's workshop in Devon and the best possible materials are used: The poles are aluminium, not heavy steel or fragile fibreglass. 
The fabric is a heavyweight polycotton, which is soft and doesn't rustle, unlike nylon. There is an attention to detail about it which is sadly rare in these days of mass production and cheap imports. Different sizes and camouflage patterns are available as are several options on window arrangements, making it a truly bespoke product. I would say there are two types of hide: Those you can throw up in seconds and use for a while, or those which take some erecting but provide for long-term comfort, which is extremely important. I haven't yet found any wildlife which turns up on time, so for any serious use, there is only one option. I can't really criticize this hide as it fulfills all its design requirements admirably: It is effective, comfortable and extremely fit for purpose. I like it because it ties in nicely with my own wildlife photography motto: "One thousandth of a second at f4 and STAY THERE!"
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
